NOTES AND PREREQUISITES 
BALLET COURSES: 
If proficient in ballet, Ballet I and/or Ballet II will be waived. 
Majors with insufficient skill level in ballet may repeat Ballet I and Ballet II one time only for credit. 
Ballet III may be repeated an unlimited number of times for credit. 
 
MODERN DANCE TECHNIQUE COURSES: 
Modern Dance II may be repeated one time only for credit. 
Modern Dance III may be repeated each fall semester until graduation. 
Modern Dance IV may be repeated each spring semester until graduation. 

 
WORLD CULTURE REQUIREMENT: 
You are required to take 07:206:276 African American Fusion Dance as a graduation requirement.  MODERN 
DANCE IV IS THE PREREQUISITE FOR AFRICAN AMERICAN FUSION DANCE.   
 
PRODUCTION STUDY: 
You are required to complete 0.5 credits of Production Study (206:161) per semester for a total of 2 credits.   
Production Study is not taken simultaneously with Dance Production (206:237).   In certain circumstances, the one-
year requirement may be taken in one semester.   Consult the department for advising as to proper credit. 
 
GRADUATION PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENT: 
BA dance majors are required to perform in at least one public performance sponsored by the Department of 
Dance as a requirement for graduation.   This may be satisfied by performing in the Student Concert, the BFA 
senior concert or a public forum in consultation with the department.

BA majors may take the following dance courses as electives:

- Independent Study (open only to Junior and Senior dance majors, a written plan must be submitted to department 
for approval before registration) 
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
